	Grade: 6

	Goals:
Expose students to a wide variety of careers.
Facilitate discussion about career skills. 
Make the connection between middle school and future careers. 

	Materials Needed:
VR Headset
CareerViewXR Exploration Worksheet (included with lesson plan)

	Lesson plan/outline:
1. Intro to career discussions:
· Who knows what they want to do when they are older?
· Where have you seen these careers? 
· What do you think the saying “you can’t be what you can’t see” means?
· Explain that career exploration begins with exposure, and today we will be exploring careers they have never seen. 
2. Use of VR Headset
· Display career videos on projector
· Assign a number to each student in the class and use a random number generator to select the students who will access the headset
· Allow these students to choose a video from the selection. While they are watching on the VR headset, the same video will be played on the projector so the class can follow along.
3. Career exploration worksheet
· As students view the career videos, they will fill out the questions for each career
4. Google Survey
· As an exit ticket, students must fill out a Google Form indicating if they would like to schedule time to explore additional careers
